MISK Dance Company was established in 1996 under the umbrella of The National Centre
for Culture and Arts (NCCA) of King Hussein Foundation. NCCA is an NGO, non-for-

profit organization established in 1987 to promote social development and intercultural
understanding through the use of performing arts, primarily theater and dance, as a
creative means of disseminating knowledge, promoting human values, and ensuring arts

and culture are accessible to all.

NCCA annually organizes the International Arab Youth Congress

and the Amman Contemporary Dance Festival. In 2013, NCCA was
accredited by the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) as a
leading international centre for training in Theatre Based Techniques.
NCCA programs and activities benefit approximately 105,000
persons annually.

“Royal Wings” sat down with the choreographer and artistic director
of MISK Dance Company, Rania Kamhawi, a graduate of the

Royal Academy of Dance and the Imperial Society of Teachers of
Dancing in the UK and who is accredited with establishing ballet and
developing the dance movement in Jordan. She is also a Fulbright
Scholar, the director of Amman Contemporary Dance Festival, and
Senior Programme Development Manager at NCCA.

Who is MISK Dance Company?

MISK comprises of 10 members who are professionally trained in
classical ballet and contemporary dance techniques in addition to
traditional Jordanian folk dance. The company performs extensively
locally and internationally combining the traditional Jordanian culture
and heritage within a modern and professional context that embodies
the spirit of history & modernity.

Most MISK dancers are trained since a young age at NCCA and go on
to join the company if they have the necessary performance skills and
technique while other dancers need to audition to join the company.

What are the challenges facing dance in Jordan?

The main challenge is the support needed to form a national
professional dance company that is able to perform many genres
of dance and that can represent Jordan at festivals and events
nationally and internationally. At the moment, there is only one
official folklore dance company established by Greater Amman
Municipality but, in my opinion, what is needed is a national dance
company as exists in many countries. If support is awarded, more
young persons can pursue dance as a career without the need for
another job to ensure financial stability.

Why is it important to support dance in Jordan?

Dance is a universal language that is accessible to all regardless
of nationality or spoken language and is an important cultural
expression to showcase Jordanian heritage and traditions, in
addition to preserving the intangible cultural heritage of Jordan

for future generations. Jordan is considered as having one of the
youngest populations in the world and as such, it is vital that we
support youth in providing them with means to express themselves
freely and creatively. Dance provides an excellent platform to do just
that and this is evident in the increased number of young persons
who are interested in hip hop and break dance.

What does it take to become a dancer?
In a word, hard work! In many words, discipline, commitment,

to pursue. | would say ballet is the strictest in requiring a certain
physique, which usually involves long limbs and high arches of the
feet for pointe work while other forms of dance are less limiting. In
addition to the above, coordination, musicality, flexibility, a good
memory, and a strong will to push oneself continuously to attain better
technique and performance skills are paramount in a dancer’s life.

Any success stories you would like to share?

I'm very proud of the level the dancers in Jordan have achieved.
In previous years NCCA students presenting Royal Academy of
Dance examinations were able to achieve one of the best results
in comparison to other countries, achieving high rates in gaining
distinction for their examinations. So far, two male dancers,
Bijan Qutub and Rabei Shrouf who were trained at NCCA, were
awarded full scholarships to Joffrey Ballet School in New York
and Sharjah Performing Arts Academy respectively with Bijan
graduating in 2019 to become the first professionally trained male
Jordanian dancer. Luma Haddad and Tamara Haddad were also

awarded a one-year scholarship to attend Opus Ballet School in
Italy, while Sarah Al Faouri graduated in contemporary dance from
Danceworks Berlin in 2021.

What are some of MISK Dance Company memorable performances
and what’s next?

MISK has performed at many national and international events,
recently participating at the opening ceremony of Jerash
International Festival in 2021 and Coppélia in 2017; at the opening
ceremonies of the FIFA U-17, and the Women Asia Cup. MISK

was invited to perform at the National Day of Jordan at UNESCO
headquarters in Paris, the Okinawa Theatre festival, Biennial of
Young Artists from Europe, and the Mediterranean in Napoli Arts;
Bahrain Summer Festival, and San Diego Women'’s Theatre Festival.
Most recently, MISK performed the original work “The Phoenix” at
the closing ceremony of the 28th annual Jordanian Theatre Festival
in November 2021 and two original works, Seasona and Untehered
by upcoming choreographers Shireen Talhouni and Sarah Al Faouri
at the Amman Contemporary Dance Festival in June 2022, and will
be presenting the ballet Cinderella for the 2022 winter season.
