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Royal Jordanian to start flying between Lyon and Jordan in September 2022

Royal Jordanian will launch a new direct service to Lyon,
France, as of October 1, 2022.

Royal Jordanian will operate two weekly flights to Lyon on
Wednesdays and Saturdays. The plane departs from Queen
Alia International Airport, Amman, at 11:45, and arrives at
Lyon Saint Exupery Airport at 15:20. Return flights depart
from Lyon Saint Exupery Airport at 16:40 and arrive at QAIA
at 21:45.

The two weekly flights will give RJ a strong presence in the
French market. This addition is in line with RJ’s five-year
strategy to grow its fleet and continuously increase its route
network, in order to position Amman as the leading gateway
for the Levant and specifically focus on tourism to Jordan.

Lyon is the newest destination on RJ'’s current network and
its second station in France as RJ already operates to Paris.

THE CHANGE MAKERS
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Tell us a bit about yourself?
I'm a Jordanian artist living in Amman. I'm half Swedish on my
mother's side and have Turkish roots from my father’s; so it's an
eclectic background which has influenced my style of art. 'm a
mom of two teenage boys and a girl who inspire and motivate me
every day. | was drawn to art at a very early age- being encouraged
by my late grandmother who was a famous artist. As a child | was
mesmerized by her vibrant paintings, which covered every visible
surface; walls, ceilings, and even floors. This had a lasting effect on
me and my approach to art throughout my life.

Tell us about your work?

| have a background in urban design, which is why the majority of
my works are of urban landscapes and all the soulful little details
that make up a neighborhood, particularly those of the Middle
East. Amman is often referred to as the “White City”, and as a
child | wanted to color each house a different color, as if the city
was a blank canvas. Recently however, I've been drawn to natural,
organic abstracts. Color, all forms of contrast, and interesting
textural juxtapositions through mixed media are things | focus on.
I don’t have a specific process, | just paint until | feel no visual
anxiety coming from the canvas and the painting tells me that it’s
done. It’s a delicate, sometimes dramatic, dance between you and
your creation.

What inspires you?
Evolving is part of the artistic journey, and the beauty of art is
freedom, so I'm constantly discovering new techniques and inspired

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Tell us a bit about yourself?

| was born and raised in Amman and obtained a BA in Marketing

from the University of Notre Dame in Lebanon in 2004. After returning
to Jordan, | began volunteering with charities while also pursuing

a career in marketing. In 2007, | decided to start an initiative in a
poverty stricken area known as Ghor AlMazraa in Southern Jordan. |
started fundraising in the traditional way, by collecting donations and
distributing them to the "poor". However, the hero victim relationship
left me feeling uncomfortable, especially in an area that is incredibly
rich in knowledge and skills germane to people’s livelihoods. That's
when | decided to shift the narrative to the concept of reciprocation, in
which each party is a contributor and a valued person.

From then on, my passion entailed researching the richness of
societies and learning from their accumulated local knowledge and
experiences with the aim of inspiring sustainable solutions to today’s
socio-economic challenges. This would have to be within a framework
that preserves our dignity and enhances our sovereignty over our
resources and land.

Tell us about your work?

In 2019, my colleague Lama Al-Khatib and | founded AlBarakeh
Wheat Project, which aims to reclaim local wheat as an essential
part of Jordan’s food system. The idea of “Al-Barakeh” is to be used
as a compass for thinking, building, and being. The project reshapes
people’s relationship with the city through wheat cultivation, inviting
families and school students to take part in a collective effort

of growing. The project also works on restructuring the current
economic system for local wheat, by connecting small-scale farmers
to alternative markets that are economically feasible. We also teach
the beneficiaries how to prepare wheat-based foods and have

even introduced AlBarakeh Wheat Mill. AIBarakeh wheat flour is

now available in several points of sale, restaurants, and bakeries in
different areas.

What inspires you?
The drive to find sustainable solutions and facilitate complete
economic independence for communities is what motivates me. A few
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years ago, | established the first workshop for making Nai in Jordan
from the reeds of the Jordan Valley. The Nai is considered one of the
oldest instruments in the world and is on the verge of extinction. The
story began when | was impressed by the sound of the instrument and
wanted to buy one, but could not find it in music stores. From here,
the journey of searching for reeds began in the valleys, until | found
several places and began the process of learning the art of Nai making
with the help of the Nai professor Laith Suleiman. | was then able to
professionally manufacture Nai and to establish, along with a group of
artists and supporters, Bait Al Nai project.

What message do you hope to deliver through Bait Al Nai?

Today, Bait Al Nai has become a place for musical tourism, where
tourists can learn to make the Nai and take them with them as
souvenirs. Bait Al Nai also offers lessons, sells Nai, and develops
curricula for teaching the Nai, in addition to holding quarterly musical
evenings. | hope that this project inspires people to take interest in
their heritage, and motivates them to support their communities.
