The Turkish Riviera’s microclimate produces
some of the best fresh fruits of Turkiye —par-
ticularly citrus trees (especially the trade-
marked Finike oranges), Antalya avocados,
pomegranates, kiwis and Anamur banan-
as. Elmaili is famous for its Acikara grapes, a
resurrected endemic variety that has been
around since the times of Lycians and pro-
duced award-winning regional wines.

As a true holiday paradise with its unique
climate, picturesque nature, modern cit-
ies and sandy beaches, as well as the re-
mains of countless ancient civilizations,
the Turkish Riviera is a must-see for any
traveler coming to Turkiye. Take a moment
to imagine what your dream holiday can
look like, and then let us bring it to life here
on the Turkish Rivieral!

Where do you
find yourself now in Jordanian drama and comedy?

Digital media offers a great opportunity for talent to reach people
easily. | am present on social media, but the lack and weakness
of production prevents me from presenting more works of high
artistic and productive quality. Nevertheless, | continue to strive to
create opportunities to produce distinctive local works.

What advice would you give to ambitious young
people who wish to enter the world of acting?

Diligence, honesty, perseverance, and respect for oneself and
the public.

What is the message that you seek to convey through
your work?

| seek to present works that contribute to changing people for the
better and shed light on important humanitarian, national, social,
economic, and political issues to people locally, in the Arab world,
and globally.

What's next for Zuhair Al Nobani?
