His Majesty
laid the foundation stone for Royal Jordanian’s Air Cargo
Operations Center, part of a cargo development project
aimed at enhancing Jordan’s capacity to meet the growing
demands of the logistics sector, with an investment of
approximately $40 million. During his visit, His Majesty
also toured the Jordan Aviation Training and Simulation
Company (JATS), wholly owned by Royal Jordanian, and
was briefed on its role in training pilots and crews for local
and regional airlines.

Looking ahead to the future, we remain committed to
our vision of sustainability in our operations, focusing
on enhancing our fleet with the latest aircraft. By the
end of this year, Royal Jordanian will have introduced
14 new Airbus aircraft for medium-haul routes across
the Middle East, the Arabian Gulf, Africa, and Europe.
Additionally, two of these aircraft have been designated to
offer a Premium Economy service, equipped entirely with
economy class seats.

For short-haul routes, Royal Jordanian introduced
two new Embraer E2 aircraft this year, bringing the total
number of Embraer planes in the current fleet to seven. In
addition, the fleet includes seven Boeing Dreamliner 787-
8 fleet serving long-haul destinations, as well as a new
PF A321 cargo plane aimed at strengthening Jordan’s
position as a key hub for logistics and cargo activities
in the region. The total fleet size is expected to reach
approximately 40 aircraft in the coming years.

Royal Jordanian is expanding its network to 60
destinations. This year, it launched key routes such as
Benghazi, easing medical and tourism travel, and was
among the first to resume flights to Damascus and Aleppo.
New flights to Washington, D.C. strengthen its role as
a key link between the Middle East and North America,
alongside direct routes to Mumbai and Casablanca.

Our role extends to our responsibility toward the
community, the environment, and sustainability in
aviation, a commitment we uphold with discipline and
a clear vision. This supports our strategic goals, boosts
shareholder confidence, and reinforces Royal Jordanian’s
position as a leading national carrier in the region.

Explore these RJ destinations for the culinary escape of a lifetime.

Borough Market

London, The City of Culinary Theatre

Forget what you think you know about British food. London is no
longer a city of chips and meat pies (though, to be fair, it still does
those well). Today’s London is a culinary stage where every postcode
performs a different story, from fine dining temples to late-night bao
joints tucked into Chinatown alleys.

Start your day wandering through Borough Market, ideally mid-
morning before the crowds hit. Try a flat white from Monmouth and a
sausage roll from Ginger Pig, this stop is by no means glamorous, but
it is absolutely divine. Then walk it off with a riverside stroll towards
Tate Modern, soaking in both street art and skyline.

For lunch, head east to Dishoom Shoreditch, which is part Bombay
café, part vintage theatre set. Waits are long but never dull; the line
spills with creative types, media folks, and tourists who still read
the paper daily. Inside, think worn tiles, retro ceiling fans, and the
faint scent of incense. Order the black daal, garlic naan, and house
chai. Ask for a corner booth as that’s where the good people-
watching happens.

Afternoons are best spent exploring Columbia Road or nearby
Spitalfields, where antique shops and indie bookstores lend a nice
pause. This also helps you work up an appetite for dinner.

Dishoom Shoreditch

Enter Sketch, in Mayfair, which is a design lover’s dream where

no corner is left unconsidered. Choose the Gallery Room (yes, the
pink one) if you want art deco meets Wes Anderson, or the Lecture
Room for a Michelin-starred meal served with ceremony. The
crowd? Fashion insiders, curious first-timers, and those celebrating
big moments.

Craving something more underground? Smoking Goat in Soho
delivers Thai barbecue with zero fuss and huge flavor. Think exposed
brick, loud music, and plates you’ll want to lick clean. Post-dinner,
take a twilight walk to Soho Square, one of the city’s best kept
evening secrets.

Maoscow, The City of Bold Bites

Moscow doesn’t do subtle. It never has. But beyond the glittering
domes and grand boulevards lies a food scene that’s surprisingly
soulful, wildly creative, and refreshingly unpretentious. This is a city
where you can sip sea buckthorn tea in a candlelit basement, then
devour the best khinkali of your life at a neon-lit hole in the wall.

Start your day at Remy Kitchen Bakery, a sleek breakfast spot in

the Presnensky District. Take in the floor-to-ceiling windows, marble
counters, and a pastry display that could double as art. Order the
pistachio mille-feuille and truffle eggs for a breakfast to remember. Pair
it with a perfectly pulled cortado and a fresh grapefruit juice, then stroll
through Gorky Park nearby as the city stretches awake.

For lunch, head to Café Pushkin, a local institution that looks like a
19th-century library and smells like truffle butter. Tourists love it, yes,
but so do Muscovites — especially the ones closing a deal or meeting Patriarch Ponds
a friend from out of town. Order the beef stroganoff or the borscht.
The waitstaff wear waistcoats and address you formally. It's theater,
and you're part of the cast.

Mid-afternoon, wander through the Patriarch Ponds district, which is
a stylish, tree-lined neighborhood that feels almost Parisian. Grab a
dessert from Double B Coffee, then dip into one of the nearby vinyl

shops for some shopping.

Come evening, book a table at White Rabbit, the modern Russian
fine dining spot that lives 16 floors above the city. The room is
glass-domed, the tasting menu is a love letter to forgotten Soviet
ingredients, and the rabbit pelmeni and anything infused with
fermented birch juice are exceptional.

After dinner, walk along the Boulevard Ring, where the city slows
down just enough to make you realize that Moscow is your favorite
place to be.

Washington D.C., The City of Quiet Flavor

Washington D.C. might be best known for its monuments and marble,
but step away from the columns and corridors and you'll find a food
scene that’s having a moment.

Start your day at Yellow, a Levantine café by Chef Michael Rafidi
tucked into the Navy Yard waterfront. Inside, it’s all clean lines, warm
wood, and a pastry case that’s practically glowing. Locals queue
early for the za’atar egg sandwiches, paired with cardamom lattes
and blood orange juice. Take yours to-go and walk the Anacostia
Riverwalk Trail as the morning light hits the water.

Lunch calls for Maketto on H Street NE — part Taiwanese-Cambodian
restaurant, part streetwear shop, part coffee bar. It's effortlessly cool,
with communal tables, hip-hop on the speakers, and bao that ruins
you for all others. Order the fried chicken and scallion pancakes, then
browse the upstairs boutique while you wait.

Mid-afternoon is for decompressing. Head to Dupont Circle and
grab a seat in the garden at Teaism, a serene little hideaway serving
match lattes and Japanese bento. Then, stroll through The Phillips
Collection, one of the most intimate modern art museums in the city.

Dinner is where D.C. quietly shines. Book a table at Rooster & Owl,
a seasonal New American spot on 14th Street that’s equal parts
thoughtful and unfussy. Expect things like corn ravioli with brown
butter, or glazed short rib over smoked eggplant.

Afterwards, grab a gelato from Dolci Gelati and walk down 14th Street,
where neon signage and soft jazz from open windows blur the line
between night and memory.

Mumbai Off The Gri

If you think you’ve seen Mumbai because you’ve wandered through The Gateway of India or
taken a selfie at Marine Drive, think again. This city wasn’t built to be observed, it was made to
be experienced, layer by gritty, glorious layer. For the younger traveler who prefers stories over
souvenirs, Mumbai offers an intoxicating blend of heritage, rebellion, subcultures, and soul.
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Begin Where the Noise Fades
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Begin your journey just as the sun rises over the Arabian Sea, in a
quiet corner of Malabar Hill. Banganga Tank sits hidden between
temples and ageing stone stairways, where saffron robed priests and
locals pause for morning prayer. It's surreal how serene it feels, as if
the chaos of the city doesn’t exist beyond its steps. There are no ticket
counters or tour buses here, only the sound of bells, rippling water,
and the occasional chant echoing through the alleyways.

Where the Walls Speak
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Just a few kilometers away, the city transforms into a more rebellious
avatar. Deep within the fishing docks of Colaba lies Sassoon Dock,
where a graffiti splashed canvas of raw, unfiltered art. Here, giant = e
murals climb the sides of forgotten warehouses. You can hear audio Sassoon Dock
installations whispering the stories of local fisherwomen, while the salt

of the sea hangs in the air.

Tunnel Tales and Urban Myths

This city also has secrets it doesn’t give away easily. If you find
yourself walking along Napean Sea Road near Priyadarshini Park,

you might spot staircases that lead to nowhere - or somewhere. Local
heritage guides whisper of colonial era stormwater tunnels and hidden
passageways that once linked British officers to the sea.

After Dark, It Breathes Louder

By nightfall, Mumbai becomes a different animal. Not louder, just more
alive in its own underground way. Head to Khar’s antiSOCIAL or one
of the floating rooftop gigs that pop up around Bandra, where DJ
collectives and indie artists are rewriting the rules of nightlife.

‘Khar antiSOCIAL
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Midnight Meals and Streetlight Feasts

Hunger always strikes late in this city, and luckily, Mumbai answers
back. Past midnight, neighborhoods like Ghatkopar and Mahim wake
up again with the sizzle of buttered pav, the steam of tandoori rolls,
and the chorus of hawkers dishing out everything from vegetarian
dosas to spicy beef kebabs.

Real Stories, Real Craft

Surprisingly, some of the city’s most inspiring stories lie in what the
world wrongly calls its shadows. Dharavi, for example, is a thriving
economic microcosm. Walk its narrow lanes and you’ll find craftsmen
shaping world class leather goods in tiny workshops, generations of
artistry carried in their calloused hands. Today, a growing movement
of ethical tourism is bringing travelers closer to these creators, offering
a chance to support sustainable fashion while hearing stories that
redefine perception.

Sun Salutes on Still Water

And then there are the moments you don’t expect at all. Like floating
yoga at Powai Lake at dawn, which is a surreal sight where a handful
of paddleboards drift softly on still water, each holding a person
perfectly balanced in a pose. Or the house parties that unfold behind
unmarked doors, where actors, stylists, and musicians gather over old
records and thali dinners. You won't find these events online.

Revisiting The Golden Triangle

For those seeking a reset, Jordan’s Golden Triangle: Petra, Wadi Rum, and Agaba always delivers
new angles, deeper encounters, and simple pleasures. Walk the back trails, share a zarb under the
stars, dive among coral, and fall in love with the south again and again.

Petra: Energy in the Stones and Tea by
the Trails

Yes, you know the Siq and the Treasury, but Petra rewards those who
go beyond. Start with a dawn hike up the Back Trail to the Monastery,
a less crowded path that winds through sandstone cliffs and ends
with sweeping views. Take time in the lesser visited sites such as the
Royal Tombs, the Byzantine Church mosaics, and the High Place of
Sacrifice, which often feel almost private. To shift perspective, book

a cooking class in Wadi Musa where families teach traditional dishes
like mansaf or stuffed zucchini. Evenings are best spent at Petra by
Night, but go early and linger at the edges to take in the candlelit
silence once the crowd filters out.

Petra is not only about monuments but about rhythm. Guides often
pause to let you press your palm against the sun warmed stone,
telling you that the rocks absorb energy across centuries. Stop at one
of the tea tents scattered along the trails. Here, sweet tea is poured for
anyone who sits, and the conversation often ranges from archaeology
to football, reminding you that Petra is both ancient and alive.

Wadi Rum: Sand, Stars, and Desert Energy

The desert can feel familiar, but it constantly reinvents itself. Book

a full day with a Bedouin guide where the itinerary includes hikes,
scrambling up sandstone arches, and a slow lunch cooked in the
sand. At dusk, swap the popular camps for a remote eco camp where
stargazing is still uninterrupted. Astronomy talks are becoming more
common, and spotting Saturn’s rings through a telescope in Wadi
Rum is unforgettable.

Wadi Rum is also about play and perspective. Guides often encourage
travelers to climb barefoot up a dune, swearing the soft red sand
draws away fatigue and negative energy. The jeep rides, meanwhile,
are performed with flourish, drivers weaving through the dunes like
ships cutting through waves, laughing as passengers cling on. Along
the routes, small Bedouin tents welcome you with free tea, dates, and
easy conversation with fellow visitors from around the world.

Aqaba: Wellness by the Sea and the Catch
of the Day

Winter is still a great time for snorkeling or diving in the Agaba Marine
Park, where coral reefs remain among the healthiest in the Red Sea.
Beyond its beaches, Agaba has a rhythm that feels restorative. The
sunlight is softer in winter, the kind that encourages long, unhurried
mornings on the water. Many locals will tell you that simply floating
just beyond the shoreline is a kind of moving meditation, a way

to feel weightless while the quiet of the Red Sea takes over. For a
more intentional reset, some guides now offer yoga and breathwork
sessions on the sand at sunrise, pairing gentle stretches with the
sight of fishing boats returning to harbor. Even a walk through the fish
market can feel grounding: the clatter of knives, the bright flash of
silver scales, the simple act of choosing a catch and having it grilled
with little more than lemon and olive oil.

From the twinkling lights of Amman’s modern boulevards to the carol filled streets of Madaba,
Jordan’s festive season is full of magical wonders. November and December bring a wave of
performances, markets. Here is where to find the most atmospheric moments.

Amman

The heart of Amman’s contemporary Christmas scene beats at
Boulevard Abdali. By December 1, its pedestrian spine transforms
into a winter wonderland strung with lights, giant trees, and themed
installations. Visitors can wander through the annual Christmas
Village, a lively stretch of wooden chalets serving everything from
handcrafted ornaments to warm drinks and sweets. Evenings bring
open air performances including choirs, children’s shows, and
regional pop acts staged under the glow of illuminated arches.

In neighborhoods like Jabal Amman and Weibdeh, independent cafés
host acoustic concerts, art pop ups, and film nights with a festive
twist. Sweifieh Village has also carved out its place as a December
hotspot, with its open-air square turning into a holiday village of its
own. Expect live music, children’s performances, market stalls selling
handicrafts, and plenty of festive food stands that keep the energy
buzzing late into the evening. For a local spin, head to one of the city’s
holiday bazaars including the Orthodox Club where proceeds support
charities. These events are perfect for picking up hand embroidered
scarves or jars of spiced labneh while mingling with Christmas lovers
preparing for the holidays.

What to Eat: International hotels and bakeries across the capital roll
out global festive staples including Italian panettone, French buche de
Noel, British mince pies, and German stollen, all served with Amman’s
cosmopolitan flair.

Amman Christmas Market 2024 ¥
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Fuheis

The predominantly Christian town of Fuheis offers a warm, intimate
take on the holidays. Its community concerts and carol evenings
are legendary, often staged in small churches or cultural halls that
open their doors to all. The streets brim with nativity displays, many
handmade by local families, and December weekends bring festive
fairs where you can sample maamoul cookies and an array of
endearing handicrafts.

Don’t Miss: The annual tree lighting in the town square where
everyone gathers shoulder to shoulder, while fireworks crackle
overhead and choirs sing Arabic carols.

Madaba

Known year round for its Byzantine mosaics, Madaba gains a special
shimmer during the festive season. Madaba Christmas Market, set
against stone streets and Ottoman era houses, showcases artisan
crafts including mosaic coasters, ceramics, and olive wood carvings,
making it a prime spot for gift hunting. Food stalls highlight local
specialties such as freekeh soup for cold nights, warm sesame bread
from street ovens, and honey drenched pastries that seem to appear
only in December.

First time in Madaba Tip: Visit in the late afternoon. Shop for mosaics
and olive wood ornaments at the market, then visit a rooftop cafe to
watch the lanterns and fairy lights light up at sunset.
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Making Meals And Memories

Tucked in the leafy hills of Amman, Chef’'s Guest House is not your typical restaurant. It’s a labor
of love, a communal dining experience where food, storytelling, and Jordanian hospitality come
together under the soft glow of garden lights.

The concept was born from the shared vision of Chef Osama Najjar
and his wife, Dr. Dina Amara. Both food enthusiasts and travelers,
the duo spent years searching Amman for a dining experience that
felt truly personal; one that celebrated creativity, connection, and the
spirit of gathering. When they couldn’t find it, they built it themselves.

Every week, a handful of guests are invited into Dina’s garden,
overlooking the city’s golden hills and the nearby national park.
There’s no menu online, no repetition, no pretense; only trust in what
the chef has imagined that week. One Friday might evoke southern
Italy with handmade pasta; the next could wander through the
streets of Mumbai or the shores of Greece. Each meal is a new story
told through five courses, plated right in front of the guests.

What makes Chef’s Guest House remarkable is not only its ever-
changing cuisine but its sense of intimacy. The long communal table
fills with laughter, clinking glasses, and strangers who, by dessert,
have become friends. There’s an unspoken rhythm: conversation
slows as dishes arrive, then deepens as plates empty. Birthdays are
marked with handwritten notes, anniversaries with flowers, and every
evening feels as if it were designed just for those present.

For Chef Osama, this project is a return to what food is meant to do,
which is to bring people together. “We wanted to create something
that feels like home,” he says, “where people come as guests but
leave as part of the story.”

In a city known for its hospitality, Chef's Guest House has quietly
become one of its most meaningful expressions...a hidden gem
where meals are more than food; they’re memories in the making.
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Beneath The Surface

Embark on a journey in Agaba with ProjectSea’s Beisan Al Sharif and Seif Al Madanat.

Arriving in Agaba, the warm, salty sea breeze instantly welcomed us.
This trip was about more than sun and sand. We had come to dive,
to explore, and most importantly, to join a community reconnecting
people with the Red Sea through ProjectSea.

ProjectSea is more than a cleanup initiative. It is a movement built
on shared responsibility and a love for marine life. Each month,
volunteers gather with a shared desire to protect what lies beneath,
support local communities, and foster a conscious diving culture.
From the start, the sense of camaraderie was palpable. Smiles,
greetings, and laughter made everyone feel part of the team.

Our day began at 8:30 am at the dive center, alive with chatter,
wetsuits, and the aroma of Arabic coffee. After a quick briefing

and gear check, we boarded the boat. The energy on deck was
focused yet relaxed. That pause before entering the water is always
remarkable. Then, just like that, we were underwater.

Agaba’s coral reefs are mesmerizing. Schools of fish swirled
around us as we glided past soft coral, sea fans, and sponges. But
admiration alone was not enough. We lifted discarded fishing lines,
plastic wrappers, even the occasional tire. Each item removed felt
like a small victory for the ocean and the life it sustains.

There is a meditative quality to this work. Down there, time slows.
You become hyper-aware of your breath, your buoyancy, and the life
around you. It is not just a cleanup but a way of listening, observing,
and respecting the fragile ecosystem of the Red Sea.

After surfacing, the rhythm continued with rinsing gear, sharing

stories, and sipping tea. Some volunteers sprawled in silence, others

huddled in conversation. ProjectSea’s community does not end
when you leave the water; it carries on in laughter, shared meals,
and friendships.

Food is a highlight. Agaba’s flavors are as vibrant as its waters.
That evening, we enjoyed a meal cooked on the boat, featuring
magqloubeh, gallayet bandoura, and sayyadeyeh, complemented by
salads, watermelon, and desserts. Sharing this meal deepened our
connection to the place, the people, and the purpose of our dive.

Most volunteers stay in nearby guesthouses or small hotels, cozy
bases just minutes from dive sites. These accommodations feel

like an extension of the community. It is common to meet fellow
volunteers at breakfast, exchanging nods over strong Turkish coffee.

As the sun set, casting a golden glow over the Red Sea, we reflected
on what made this experience special. It was not just the dives,

the coral, or the meals. It was realizing that protecting the ocean is
achievable when communities come together. Agaba reveals another
layer of its beauty through ProjectSea: a place where adventure,
environmental stewardship, and local culture meet. It also shows
that change does not have to be overwhelming. It can be as simple
as showing up, getting a little salty, and choosing to care.

Beneath the surface lies not only marine life but a community
dedicated to keeping the waters healthy, vibrant, and alive.
Whenever you're in Agaba next dive deep and experience a journey
that nurtures the sea, its people, and your own sense of wonder.
