Riyadh’s transformation is as much about process as it is about
product. In JAX District, once an industrial zone, artists and
designers have built a creative ecosystem. Across the city, the Misk - e
Art Institute supports emerging talent through programs that foster '
experimentation and cultural dialogue. Events like Noor Riyadh,
the city’s growing light art festival, turn everyday buildings into
illuminated landmarks, inviting the public to see familiar spaces
with new eyes.

Figures like Sumayah Al-Solaiman, CEO of the Architecture and
Design Commission, are helping shape a design culture that values
both continuity and change. Her work, and that of her peers, reflects a
commitment to designing with intention rather than spectacle.

Riyadh is not reinventing itself to follow trends. It is drawing from
within. Through material, proportion, and memory, the city is telling
its story in brick, light, and line.

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The Layers of Casablanca

Casablanca is textured, unfinished, and full of wonderful
contradictions, but that’s precisely where its design scene comes
alive. Today, the city is becoming an architectural and artistic hub and
a new wave of architects, artists, and designers are transforming the
city by creating a bold visual identity.

At the heart of this shift are architects like Saad El Kabbaj, Driss
Kettani, and Mohamed Amine Siana—a trio known for buildings that
blend modernist restraint with Moroccan logic. Their imprint is seen in
projects like the BO 52 Apartment Building, executed in partnership
with Yachar Bouhaya Architecte. This mixed-use complex channels
Casablanca’s architectural heritage while asserting a contemporary
voice through textured facades and elegant light play.

But it’s not just about buildings. The creative scene here is growing
across disciplines. L'Uzine, a converted industrial warehouse in Ain
Sebaa, now functions as a cultural anchor for young artists, hosting
exhibitions, design workshops, and performances that reflect the
city’s changing spirit. Not far off, Loft Art Gallery curates sleek,
forward-thinking Moroccan art and collectible design that fuses fine
craftsmanship with contemporary form.

Creativity flourishes in all forms in this authentic city. The annual
Casablanca Design Week, first held in 2019, gathers designers,
artisans, and urban thinkers under the banner “From Here to There.” Its
focus on process over product gave visibility to makers blending zellige,
local textiles, and reclaimed wood in modular furniture and lighting.

Casablanca does not present itself with a finished face and the design

scene here is not about spectacle or signature buildings. It is about
coherence, community, and a slower kind of innovation.

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Say Spa in Zurich

In Zurich, wellness is a must. Begin at Thermalbad and Spa Zurich, a
spa set inside a former brewery in the Enge district. The stone halls
are soft with candlelight. Pools are warm, still, and deeply calming.
People move slowly between steam rooms and salt baths, speaking
in whispers. The rooftop pool draws the most visitors. It sits above the
city, open to the sky, with views of mountain peaks in the distance.

For a more sensory experience, Hammam Basar and Salon in Kreis
5 offers a different rhythm. The rooms are filled with warm stone,
soft water, and the scent of orange blossom. Guests follow a gentle
sequence of steam, exfoliation, and rest.

Zurich’s hotels also understand wellness. At The Dolder Grand, the
spa stretches across rooms for meditation, pools for floating, and a
snow room for cooling down after heat. Afterward, when the body asks
for something to drink, the choices are simple. Apple juice mixed with
mineral water. Herbal infusions made from wild leaves. Housemade
kombucha served in clean glasses. Nothing more than needed.

To make the most of these spaces, go during weekday mornings for
fewer people and a slower pace. Book ahead for Thermalbad or The
Dolder Grand to avoid waiting. Afterward, take a lake walk or stop for
coffee nearby. Remember to take it slow.

Say Cheese in Geneva

Geneva'’s cheese scene is a quiet treasure, where the scent of
aging wheels drifts through market halls and every bite feels like a
small journey.

Bruand Cheesemonger, tucked inside the bustling Halle de Rive
indoor market, is a temple to dairy craftsmanship. Over 300 varieties
line its counters, but the soft goat cheese rolled in fresh herbs feels
like spring in a mouthful; bright, creamy, and fragrant.

At Manor Genéve in the heart of the city, cool air greets you as you
step into a space of polished wood and neatly stacked wheels. Try the
extra-aged Gruyeére or the Vacherin Fribourgeois.

If you’re looking for the full experience, visit Le Gruyérien which
promises to wrap you in rustic Swiss charm with its cowbell motifs,
wooden beams, and warm lighting. The fondue here is served in all its
glorious forms: the classic moitié-moitié (half Gruyere, half Vacherin),
a lighter Vacherin Fribourgeois, or a creative goat cheese variation,
each poured into your caquelon for a velvety dip of bread, potatoes,
or boiled delights. It's a cozy, heartwarming spot that is ideal for an
indulgent cheese escape.

Mumbai's Must-See Attractions

For first-time visitors and seasoned explorers alike, these icons define
the city’s essence:

Gateway of India

Built in 1924 to commemorate the visit of King George V and Queen
Mary, this basalt arch stands as the ceremonial entrance to India.
Located on the waterfront in Colaba, it's the starting point for many
local adventures—including ferry rides to the Elephanta Caves, where
ancient rock-cut shrines and sculptures of Lord Shiva date back to the
5th century.

The Fort District

Despite the name, there’s no standing fort here today. The name
derives from the British-built Fort George, which once stood near

this district. What remains is an atmospheric blend of Victorian,
Edwardian, and Indo-Saracenic architecture that earned the area
UNESCO World Heritage status as part of the Victorian Gothic and Art
Deco Ensemble of Mumbai.

Architectural Jewels

At its core is Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Terminus (CST-formerly
Victoria Terminus- a breath-taking Gothic revival railway station that
looks more like a cathedral than a commuter hub). Just a stroll away
stands the majestic Bombay High Court, University of Mumbai’s Rajabai
Clock Tower, and Flora Fountain, all clustered within a walkable radius.

Art, Books & Boutiques

Fort is also home to Kala Ghoda, Mumbai’s beloved art district.
Here, you'll find galleries, bookstores like Kitab Khana, cafes,

and boutiques tucked into colonial fagades. The Kala Ghoda Arts
Festival, held annually in February, transforms the area into an open-
air cultural carnival.

Marine Drive & Chowpatty Beach

This 3.6 km-long boulevard along the Arabian Sea is Mumbai’s most
scenic drive. At dusk, it turns magical—the streetlights curve like a
string of pearls, giving it the nickname Queen’s Necklace. Locals
gather at Chowpatty Beach to relax and snack on iconic Mumbai
street foods like pav bhaji and gola (flavoured ice slush).

Bandra Fort & Sea Link

Built by the Portuguese in the 17th century, Castella de Aguada offers
panoramic views of the Arabian Sea and the Bandra-Worli Sea Link—a
modern cable-stayed bridge symbolising Mumbai’s progress.

Siddhivinayak Temple & Haji Ali Dargah

Two spiritual landmarks that stand for Mumbai’s religious inclusivity.
Siddhivinayak, dedicated to Lord Ganesha, is visited daily by
thousands, including celebrities and politicians. Haji Ali Dargah, built
on an offshore islet, appears to float at high tide—a serene blend of
faith and architecture.

Culture, Creativity & Celebration

Mumbai is a city of celebration—of art, identity, food, faith, and freedom.

* Festivals: From the extravagant processions of Ganesh Chaturthi
to the fireworks of Diwali, the glamour of Eid, and the colours of Holi,
every few weeks seem to bring a new cultural spectacle.

* Art & Design: Visit the Kala Ghoda Art District, home to museums,
galleries, and heritage cafés. Or attend world-class performances at
the Nita Mukesh Ambani Cultural Centre (NMACC).

blockbuster at the iconic Regal or Eros Cinema, or enjoy experimental

drama at Prithvi Theatre in Juhu.

Under Jordan's Starry
Canvas: With Stargaze

In the heart of Wadi Rum, where there are as many historical lights in the sky as there are specs

of sand in this red desert, Stargaze Jordan offers an experience that transcends typical tourist
attractions. It's a journey into the soul of a land deeply connected to the cosmos. We sat down with
Aya Al-Qadi to uncover this hidden gem of astro-tourism.

The Desert as a Celestial Guide

The landscapes of Jordan, particularly Wadi Rum, are more than just
beautiful scenery; they have inherited centuries of celestial knowledge.
Stargaze Jordan works closely with Bedouin families, whose connection
to the night sky runs centuries deep.

"One of our elders, Abu Eid, often shares how the stars were once
their only guide, especially during long journeys across the desert.
When rock formations were present, they served as landmarks, but
more often than not, it was the night sky that led the way. The star
Suhail (Canopus) has long held a special place in Bedouin culture.
Traditionally, its appearance in the southern sky marked the end of
the brutal summer heat and signalled the coming of cooler winds and
better grazing for livestock.

For Abu Eid, Suhail is more than just a celestial marker; it reminds him
of his father, who taught him how to read the sky as a young shepherd.
To him, that star holds memory, guidance, and continuity. When he
shares this story around the fire, it's not about nostalgia, it’s a living
connection to heritage, passed on with care to the next generation and
to visitors who may be seeing that star for the first time.

At Stargaze Jordan, our guides actively carry this knowledge forward,
using Wadi Rum’s iconic rock formations, like the Seven Pillars of
Wisdom, as natural markers to navigate and reach our dark sky area."

A Legacy Reimagined: Astro-tourism and
the Islamic Golden Age

Jordan's astro-tourism isn't a new phenomenon, but a natural
continuation of a rich scientific and intellectual legacy.

"Astro-tourism in Jordan is a natural continuation of a legacy rooted

in the Islamic Golden Age, when scholars like Al-Battani and Al-Sufi
mapped the stars and developed advanced astronomical tools. Their
work shaped global science and reflected a deep cultural and spiritual
relationship with the cosmos.

At Stargaze Jordan, we honour that heritage by blending scientific
insight with storytelling. Our astronomers hold degrees in physics, but
our focus isn’t academic, it's experiential. We aim to revive the same
sense of wonder that once drove discovery, bridging past and present,
connecting guests to a time when science, poetry, and faith all looked
to the stars."

"Many guests are surprised to learn that star names like Betelgeuse
(Ibt al-Jawza’) and Altair (al-Ta’ir) are Arabic in origin, carried over
from Islamic astronomers whose observations were centuries ahead
of their time. The realization that the modern scientific lexicon still
speaks the language of this region is powerful. It's always a moment
of quiet wonder.

You can see the shift; it's no longer just stargazing; it becomes a
cultural awakening. People realize that this desert, which might seem
remote or silent, once contributed profoundly to global knowledge.

It reframes the night sky not as something distant, but as something
deeply local. We're not just offering a view of the stars, we’re offering a
new lens through which to see the region’s legacy."

The Milky Way: A Humbling Spectacle

For those who have never truly witnessed it, the Milky Way in Wadi Rum
is an unforgettable sight, described as being visible in its "full clarity" in
Wadi Rum. "Seeing the Milky Way in Wadi Rum is like seeing the ocean
for the first time; massive, humbling, infinite. It arches across the sky

in a shimmering band of stars, as if the universe itself has opened a
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doorway. For visitors used to light-polluted cities, it often brings tears.
For us, it's a reminder that we are small, but deeply connected, to
something much bigger."

Building Bridges: Community and
Connection

Stargaze Jordan's success is deeply rooted in its partnerships with
local Bedouin families. They've collaborated with eight families from
four different tribes, a testament to their commitment to community-
driven tourism.

"The conversation started with Yanal Al Zawaidah, born and raised
in Wadi Rum, our operations manager, with deep roots in the
community and a genuine passion for preserving its heritage. Yanal
organically grew the team by reaching out to community members
he knew and trusted.

What makes his approach so special is that it wasn't just about hiring,
it was about honouring the social fabric of Wadi Rum and Disah. He
made a conscious decision to include families from four different tribes,
ensuring the opportunity was shared fairly and that the experience
reflected a broader cross-section of Bedouin culture.

The initial conversations were built on mutual respect. Casually
conversations around the fire, we asked team members what they
would like to share and then we structured that into a sustainable
tourism model."

The Soulful Rhythms of the Desert

Music, especially the rababa, is an integral part of Bedouin culture and
the Stargaze Jordan experience.

"When Abu Eid was growing up as a young shepherd in the remote
desert, music was both a companion and a means of expression. It
was common for shepherds to play the flute or rababa to pass the
time, connect with the rhythms of nature, and soothe the solitude

of long days and nights. These instruments became synonymous
with Bedouin shepherd life, deeply personal, soulful, and woven into
everyday survival and identity.
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Today, he shares this tradition through Stargaze Jordan alongside

his eldest son, Eid, and is now teaching his youngest son to play

the Oud. They still live a simple, rural life, but now welcome guests
from all over the world into their stories. For Abu Eid, sharing these
traditions is a quiet act of preservation, pride, and connection. We are
fortunate to have this wonderful family with us."

"This often surprises our guests, but many traditional Bedouin songs
are rooted in themes of love, longing, and separation. The desert

has always been a place of both beauty and hardship, and the music
reflects that duality. A melody played on the rababa might tell the story
of a young man who falls in love with a woman from a distant tribe, his
voice and yearning carried only by the wind.

One of the most touching performances we’ve witnessed under the
stars is when Abu Eid plays a slow, haunting tune while reciting a
poem once told to him by his grandfather. It speaks of a lover waiting
by the firelight, watching the stars and wondering if their paths will
ever cross again.

The Arabic language adds an unmatched poetic depth to these
songs, layered, expressive, and deeply emotional. Under a sky full of
stars, these melodies feel timeless. They evoke, connect, and remind
us that across cultures, the heart speaks the same language. Guests
often say they feel the meaning."

The Warmth of Jordanian Hospitality

The seemingly small details at Stargaze Jordan — offering a
traditional farwa (Bedouin cloak) or a cup of hand-roasted Arabic
coffee — are anything but.

"In Jordan, hospitality is considered a cherished duty. At Stargaze
Jordan, the seemingly small details, like offering a traditional farwa
(Bedouin cloak) or a cup of hand-roasted Arabic coffee aren’t
add-ons, they are at the heart of the experience. They represent
warmth, generosity, and a quiet sense of welcome that speaks
louder than words.

When designing the experience, we thought deeply about how
to ensure guests feel comfortable in a place that, while beautiful,
can also feel unfamiliar or even harsh at times. Every element is
intentionally chosen and locally sourced, from the blankets to the

ceramics to the coffee, not just for authenticity, but to support the
community in a lasting, meaningful way.

Sharing coffee under the stars becomes more than refreshment,
it becomes connection. A soft gesture of care in a setting that
invites reflection and stiliness. That’s the kind of memory we hope
guests take home: not just a view of the stars, but a feeling of
being truly welcomed."

A Vision for Sustainable Stargazing

Stargaze Jordan aims to create a tourism model that equally benefits
the community and the visitor. "The experience came together quite
organically, which helped ease the implementation. We were warmly
welcomed by both the local community and early visitors, and were
able to go from concept to operation in under 60 days. That said, the
most significant challenge, shared by much of Jordan’s tourism sector,
has been geopolitical instability in the wider region, which affects
international arrivals.

To keep our team engaged and ensure continuity of work, we quickly
pivoted to develop experiences tailored to the domestic market,
offering curated trips from Amman and other cities. This adaptability
helped us stay resilient while maintaining our commitment to low-
impact, community-driven tourism.

The most rewarding success has been watching our team grow,
adding their own touches, ideas, and pride into the experience. It's
no longer just my vision, it's become a shared project that reflects the
people of Wadi Rum. Seeing guests form genuine connections with
the hosts and leave with a deeper appreciation for the culture is our
greatest achievement. Many guests stay in touch when they return
back to their home countries!"

The "Un-Googleable" Magic of Wadi Rum

While many destinations offer stargazing, Jordan's astro-tourism has a
unique, "un-Googleable" element.

"It's the feeling. The stars are stunning, but it’s the stiliness, the stories,
the connection to a place that has always looked up to the sky for
meaning. Wadi Rum is not just a dark sky, it’s a soulful one. That depth
of cultural connection is what makes it unforgettable and what sets
Stargaze Jordan apart.
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Wadi Rum’s dramatic landscape adds another layer. The silence, the
vastness, and the surreal rock formations create a setting that feels
almost lunar. There’s a deep, humbling sense of scale, of feeling small
under a sky that has watched over travellers and nomads for millennia.

Being a certified dark sky reserve means the visibility is world-class,
but it's that intangible feeling of awe, reflection, and cultural connection
that makes it unrepeatable elsewhere."

Preserving a Living Archive: Environment
and Heritage

Stargaze Jordan's commitment to a "zero-plastic policy" and a "leave
no trace" approach is more than environmental protection; it's about
preserving cultural heritage.

"The desert is not just a landscape, it’s a living archive of culture,
memory, and identity. For Bedouins, every rock formation, plant, and
star has meaning. Preserving the physical environment is essential to
keeping that cultural heritage intact.

Our leave no trace approach is as much about respecting traditions

as it is about protecting nature. Many Bedouin values are rooted in
minimalism, resourcefulness, and harmony with the land. Adopting
sustainable practices isn’t introducing something new, it's aligning with
how desert communities have lived for generations.

I hope to see more youth involved, blending astronomy with
storytelling, tech, and tradition. And | hope initiatives like Stargaze
Jordan inspire other operators to prioritize sustainability, not as a
marketing point, but as a shared responsibility."

By eliminating plastic, sourcing locally, and reducing impact, we
ensure that future generations, both local and visiting, can still
experience Wadi Rum in its raw, authentic beauty."

The Gift of Stillness

For a traveller seeking to "reconnect,” with nature and heritage, what is
the one feeling or memory you hope they take home with them after a
night with Stargaze Jordan?

"l hope they leave with a sense of stillness, something rare and hard
to describe. That feeling of being small beneath a sky so vast and
ancient, yet somehow more connected to the world and to themselves.

Whether it's a story shared by the fire, a constellation newly discovered,
or a moment of silence in the middle of the desert night, | want guests
to carry home a memory that roots them, not just to Jordan, but to the
idea that beauty can be simple.

In a world that moves too fast, we offer a moment to pause, and that, |
believe, is what people remember most."

Lens With Saleh Elaiwa

In a journey that has unfolded over eight years, young Jordanian photographer Saleh Elaiwa has
been capturing the soul of his homeland, one frame at a time. Through his lens, the rich colors

of Jordan are not just seen but felt, preserved with a passion that turns fleeting moments into
immortal works of art. We sat down with Saleh to delve into his creative process and his profound
connection to the heart of Jordan.

I TN
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Who are the Jordan based
photographers, artists, or storytellers
who inspire you the most?

Without thinking twice: Mohammad Al Masri, a fine art architecture
photographer; Mohammad Al Shafe’e, a calligraphy artist; and Suhaib
Attar, a graffiti artist. These three are the most passionate creatives
I've ever met. They constantly push their own limits and literally inspire
everyone around them to do the same.

How does your photography business
contribute to showcasing Jordan’s beauty
and culture?

No matter what project I'm working on, | always find a way to

involve the old city whether it’s through the locations | choose, or

by collaborating with small local businesses and making sure they
benefit financially. At the very least, | do everything | can to showcase
it in the most beautiful way possible which honestly isn’t hard,
because it already is.

How do you see the role of photography
in preserving and showcasing Jordan’s
cultural heritage?

To me, photography is a way of giving a moment immortality preserving
it exactly as it was, no matter how much the world around us changes.

Can you share a story about how your
photography captured a special moment
for a Jordanian family or community?

There’s one album that always gives me strength when | feel like
giving up “The Ballerina in Amman,” a project | worked on with Dana
Ishagat back in December 2019. The story behind it changed me

in all kinds of ways, but there’s one photo in particular, the very last
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shot that we captured just after the sun had completely set. Dana had
pushed herself beyond her limit; she could barely walk anymore in
her ballet shoes. And | wasn’t in the best shape myself at the time.
But once we saw that final image, everything, the pain, the fatigue
disappeared. We were fully charged, like the world had stopped
spinning. It was just me, Dana, and the camera in my hand. That's the
kind of power photography can hold.

What is the most challenging yet
rewarding location you've photographed
in Jordan?

Downtown Amman, without question. It tells you everything, how
simple, generous, authentic, and beautifully human this place and its
people really are.

Looking back, what advice would you
give to your younger self starting out in
this field?

Stay passionate, it's all worth it. Every struggle in the beginning
was worth it. And if | had to do it all over again, | wouldn’t change a
single thing.

Is there anything else you'd like to share
with our readers about your experience as
a photographer in Jordan?

I wish | had started earlier or more specifically, | wish | had the support
to even realize | had this hidden skill in me. Support your family.
Support your friends. Help them reach their full potential. | never even
considered photography growing up... and yet it turned out to be the
most beautiful part of my life. The smiles | see when people view their
photos, the way art can help express emotions-yours and theirs-that’s
a kind of power. A superpower. And it can reshape the world. So, give
your loved ones the chance to discover theirs because you never know
who might end up changing the world.
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Road Trips Like These

A mere 25 kilometers from the capital Amman, the Royal Botanic Garden offers a space to slow

down and reconnect with nature in its simplest form.

Tucked in the quiet hills of Tal Al Rumman, about an hour’s drive from
the city, lies one of Jordan’s most underappreciated escapes: the
Royal Botanic Garden. Spread across 1,782 dunums of gently sloping
terrain and overlooking the serene King Talal Dam, the garden is a
living archive of Jordan’s native flora.

It is home to more than 600 plant species, including wild herbs,

trees, and flowering shrubs that shift with the seasons. Every part

of the landscape reveals something different. One trail may lead
through a grove of pistachio and oak trees, while another opens up to
panoramic views of the dam and the valley below. The quiet is broken
only by birdsong, the buzz of pollinators, or the soft rustle of wind in
the grasses.

Visitors can explore curated walking paths that highlight ecological
zones from across Jordan, including dry steppe and Mediterranean
forest. The garden also hosts a nursery that produces more than
100,000 seedlings annually. This effort supports national reforestation
and biodiversity initiatives, making the garden not only a place of
beauty but a hub of ecological restoration.

In addition to its natural richness, the garden places strong emphasis
on sustainability and community involvement. Programs like the
Community Based Rangeland Rehabilitation initiative engage local
residents in environmental stewardship while supporting sustainable
livelihoods. Educational facilities such as a visitor center, herbarium,
and seed bank further its mission of research and awareness.

Guided tours are available and highly recommended, especially for those
interested in conservation science and Jordan’s plant ecosystems.

After your walk, stop by Botanica Restaurant, the garden’s on-site
dining spot nestled among the greenery. With locally sourced dishes
and peaceful surroundings, it is a quiet place to unwind and reflect.

The Royal Botanic Garden is ideal for anyone looking to step away
from distraction. It offers something rare: the opportunity to be still, to
learn, and to reconnect with the living world around us.

The sixth edition of the Amman International Film Festival — Awal
Film (AIFF) came to a close on July 10, 2025, after nine powerful
days of storytelling, industry exchange and cultural reflection.
Under the theme “A World Unscripted,” the Festival reaffirmed its
commitment to championing first-time achievements in cinema,
offering a platform for bold voices and deeply human stories that
defy convention.

Held in four venues in Amman and extended to several Jordanian
governorates, this edition presented 62 films from 23 countries,
including 16 world premieres and 23 regional premieres. The
focus is on Arab cinema, with an international section. The Festival
continued its efforts to make films more accessible through
bilingual subtitles and screenings adapted for the deaf and hard-of-
hearing community, while also promoting eco-conscious practices
across its operations.

This year, Ireland was named Country of Honour, with a dedicated
showcase featuring iconic works. Acclaimed filmmaker Jim
Sheridan took part in the Festival’s “First & Latest” section,
reflecting on his cinematic journey in a conversation with Egyptian
director Yousry Nasrallah. The programme built a meaningful
bridge between Irish and Arab storytelling, rooted in themes of
resilience, memory and truth.

In light of the ongoing regional turmoil and as an expression

of solidarity with Palestine, the Festival suspended red-carpet
celebrations for the second consecutive year. Instead, it focused
on cultural resilience and the unfiltered power of storytelling. In
her remarks, Princess Rym Ali, President and co-founder of AIFF,
highlighted the vital role of filmmakers in “bringing the world back
on track.”

The Festival’s industry arm, Amman Film Industry Days (AFID),
once again served as a vital platform for Arab filmmakers. Through
pitching platforms, 18 Arab projects competed for development and
post-production. AIFD included also masterclasses and training
sessions, as well as The Spark Series, the first initiative of its kind in
the Arab World to spotlight web series as a powerful and impactful
tool of storytelling.

Wraps An Exceptional 6th Edition
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The Black Iris Award for Best Arab Feature Narrative went to “Red
Path” by Lotfi Achour (Tunisia); The Black Iris Award for Best Arab
Feature Documentary was shared between “(Y)our Mother” by
Samira El Mouzghibati (Morocco) and “We Are Inside” by Farah
Kassem (Lebanon); while the Black Iris for Best Arab Short was
granted to “A Passing Day” by Rasha Shahin (Egypt); last the Best
non-Arab Film went to “Familiar Touch” by Sarah Friedland (USA).

All winning films and selected projects were granted both cash and
in-kind awards.

Emerging themes across this year’s films included displacement,
generational memory and magical realism, often expressed through
documentary grit and emotional nuance. These works reflect a growing
cinematic trend of blending lived experience with creative resistance,
amplifying underrepresented voices and unscripted narratives.

With its expanding local and international audience, diverse
programming and steadfast focus on debut filmmakers, AIFF
continues to shape the cinematic landscape of the Arab region.
The Festival is made possible through the support of its institutional
partners and individual friends.

Cruises with Lunch and Snorkeling

If you want to spend the whole day at sea, book a full day cruise.
These laid-back trips begin mid-morning and follow the coast through
the Agaba Marine Park, stopping for snorkeling, swimming, and time
on deck. You drift over living reefs filled with angelfish, butterflyfish,
and sometimes even a sea turtle. Onboard, the crew serves mezze,
grilled seafood, and warm bread fresh from the galley.

Glass Bottom Boat Tours

Not everyone wants to swim, and in Agaba you do not need to. Glass
bottom boat tours offer a different kind of access to the reef. These
short one or two-hour trips glide over shallow coral beds, where
marine life is clearly visible just beneath the surface.

Sunset Dhow Cruises

In the early evening, as the sky begins to change color, the
traditional wooden dhows set sail. These boats move slowly and
deliberately, their lanterns glowing as the sun dips toward the
horizon. A sunset cruise is about mood more than movement.
Dinner is served. Music plays softly. The sea turns gold then violet.
Whether you are with a group or simply in need of quiet, it is an
experience that is not to be missed. Glass Bottom Boat
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Dive Boats and Wreck Sites

For those looking to go deeper, Agaba’s dive boats offer access to
some of the most exciting underwater sites in the region. Operators
like Sindbad Dive Club run trips to the famous Cedar Pride wreck, the
sunken military tank, and sprawling coral reefs like Japanese Garden.
Most boats accommodate both divers and snorkelers, making it easy
for mixed groups to explore together.

Booking and Getting There

What makes Agaba different is how easy it all is. There are no long
transfers, no crowds, no stress. Boats leave from the main marina or
nearby beaches, all within minutes of most hotels. You can book in
advance through platforms like Tripadvisor, GetYourGuide, or Viator,
or walk into a local dive shop and arrange it directly. Many hotels also
work with trusted boat crews and can recommend the best fit for what
you want to do.

Coming Ashore

Agaba’s charm lies in its balance of laid-back luxury and local
warmth. For a front-row seat to the sea, consider beachfront stays
like Al Manara, a Luxury Collection Hotel with its private shore and
spa, or the breezy elegance of Kempinski Agaba, where every

room overlooks the water. For something more intimate, boutique
properties tucked into the Old Town offer character and proximity to
Agaba’s souks and cafés. When it comes to dining, seafood reigns
so be sure to opt for the catch of the day at Captain’s Restaurant or
grilled calamari at Ali Baba. For a more local bite, seek out Sayadieh
rice, warm kunafa, and lemon-mint juice at one of the family-run
spots near the market.

How do you transfer between terminals?
The AirTrain operates frequently between all
terminals at John F Kennedy (JFK) airport, as
well as to stations that connect to the various
New York railroad transportation systems.

How long does it take to transfer
between terminals?

Allow 90-120 minutes to transfer from one
terminal to another from International

to Domestic Flight. Allow 60-80 minutes

to transfer from one terminal to another
from Domestic to International Flight.

Allow 30 Minutes from AA flight to RJ flights
inside Terminal 8 Domestic to International.
(Gate to Gate). The approximate travel time
for the AirTrain, including stops at all terminals
is 15 minutes.

How much time is required to transfer
between JFK and LaGuardia airports?
Allow 45-60 minutes for transportation
between airports. Allow a minimum
connection time of 3 hours if not

otherwise specified by your airline. Proceed
to the ground transportation information
counter for more details.

Please note there is no baggage transfer
process between JFK and New York
LaGuardia (LGA) or Newark (EWR). You must
collect your bags at your arrival airport and
take them with you to your connecting flight.

How long does it take to transfer?

It takes approximately 15-20 minutes to walk
between Concourses E, F and G and approximately
45-60 minutes to transfer between the international
and domestic terminals.

To connect between the international and
domestic concourses

It should take approximately 60-90 minutes to clear
immigration and customs before proceeding to
domestic check-in counters on Level 4.
