This aircraft model reduces
fuel consumption and CO2 emissions by 20% compared to
the previous generation of Airbus aircraft and cuts noise
levels by 50%.

This is the third aircraft from the Airbus A320neo
family introduced by Royal Jordanian, following the
recent addition of two aircraft of the same model. Each
of them includes 180 economy class seats and offers
the “Premium Economy” service, an intermediate
option between Economy and Crown Class, designed
to enhance the travel experience. These new aircraft,
dedicated entirely to economy class, are used to serve
specific routes in the Royal Jordanian network.

Introducing aircraft configured fully with economy
class supports the airline's strategy to boost tourism.
These aircraft will serve several key touristic destinations,

supporting our efforts to promote Jordan as a preferred
travel destination, while further positioning Amman as a
leading regional transit hub. This also reinforces Royal
Jordanian's role as the airline of choice for travelers
connecting the Levant region with major cities across the
Middle East and Europe.

Our modern fleet empowers Royal Jordanian to continue
fulfilling its role as the national carrier of the Kingdom,
promoting Jordan as a tourist destination for visitors
from all over the world.

Inhale deeply, as this city always smells immaculate. Locals will tell you it is because of their
famous soap.

Aleppo Fort

You do not stumble upon Aleppo soap in boutiques. You find
it behind aging wooden doors, in workshops where the scent

of laurel clings to the walls. In one such space, not far from

Al Jdeideh Square, bars of soap are stacked like stones. No
packaging, no branding, just an old family seal pressed gently into
the surface.

Nothing about the process asks for attention. Olive oil, laurel

oil, water, and time. The ingredients are few, but the rhythm is
precise. The oil is stirred in wide copper vats, quietly, for days.
Then poured, flattened, and left to cure in open courtyards where
the air still smells of imestone and dust. The bars are cut by hand,
marked, and set aside for months. The best ones age slowly,
tucked into the corners of storerooms, turning from green to gold.

A Tale Of Two Pasta Cities

If pasta had a passport, its favorite stamp would read “Italy.” But ask any Italian, and you’ll quickly
discover: pasta doesn’t mean the same thing from one city to the next. Nowhere is that more
deliciously true than in Rome and Milan, two iconic cities where pasta isn’t just a dish, it’s a story
on a plate.

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Milan is the capital of fashion, but its pasta doesn't strut. It stands
still and waits to be noticed. In a city obsessed with lines, texture,
and restraint, pasta is another kind of composition. The kind that
gets plated instead of framed. At Pastamadre in Porta Romana, this
is not a trend. It’s a commitment. Chef Francesco Costanzo used to
work in finance before walking away to roll dough. Now, he spends
his days crafting pasta with organic ancient grain flours, often timilia
or russello, stone milled and naturally low in gluten. It’s easier to
digest, and when grown right, tastes a bit like toasted earth.

The restaurant itself is spare, almost monastic. White walls,
reclaimed wood, maybe one vintage poster from Palermo. That's
no coincidence. Nothing distracts. The spotlight is on what lands
on your plate. His cappellacci are folded by hand, stuffed with
pumpkin roasted until caramel sweet, finished with browned butter
and sage. You can taste the memory of it hours later.

Even Miscusi, the casual local chain, runs its kitchen on similar
values. The wheat is ground fresh, the fermentation slow, the
approach studied. It’s a build your own model, but nothing about it
feels rushed. The sauces are familiar but tuned like music. No one
note louder than it needs to be.

In Milan, pasta is pared back to its essence. But it isn’t minimalist
for effect. It’s Milanese: edited, refined, functional. Eating here
reminds you that when ingredients are properly grown, properly
handled, and respected at every step, they’re not just good for you.
They taste like they matter.

The
shapes matter. Tonnarelli for grip, rigatoni for catch. Everything has
arole.

Then there’s Roscioli, an oddball hybrid that pulls it off. It's a

deli with a wine list that reads like a novel and pasta that doesn’t
flinch. Their cacio e pepe is an act of control. The pecorino is aged
just right. The pepper is cracked, not ground. The pasta water is
hoarded like gold.

Here, food doesn’t pander. It remembers. You don’t eat Roman
pasta and think about wellness. You eat it and remember you're
alive. It isn’t cute. It isn’t overthought. It's Rome on a plate. Loud,
flawed, and absolutely right.

Introducing "Petra": A Multilayered Artistic Tribute to Nabatean History
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Introducing "Petra": A Multilayered
Artistic Tribute to Nabatean History

Award-winning, classically trained Jordanian opera and crossover
singer Zeina Barhoum has launched a groundbreaking project
celebrating Nabatean history and Jordan's rich heritage. The initiative
began with the release of the first song and short Al-combined musical
film titled "Petra," and has since inspired the production of the first
Jordanian original opera with the same title.

The inspiration for this body of work came from Zeina's deep love for
Petra and her fascination with what once was life in that part of Jordan

The Film "Petra": Conception and
Production

On December 2nd, 2024, Zeina Barhoum released the first song and
short Al-combined musical film titled “Petra.” Zeina wrote and directed
this film, starring the fictitious character Princess Petra and characters
based on real figures from Nabatean history, including Prince Malecus,
King Aretas, and Queen Shaqyla, embodied by real Jordanian actors in
various scenes shot in Petra. The project inspired the production of the
first Jordanian original Opera with the same title, "Petra." The production
will be a celebration of Nabatean history and heritage based on real
historical characters within a fictitious synopsis set to showcase on the
25th of October 2025 falling on Opera Day .

The project was executed based on extensive research in collaboration
with a team of Jordanian scholars, historians, and museum
references, including the Jordan Museum and the Petra Museum,

as well as historical references derived from books from the library

of the Department of Antiquities and Aramaic language professor Dr.
Shawqi Talia based in the US, for the Aramaic proverbs used in the
song’s lyrics, stated as the official soundtrack of the film. She wrote
the story’s fictitious script referencing historical facts without any
claims of historical incidents nor any form of assertion on character
traits, behavior, or relationships, and not in any way linked to religious
innuendo. All information was derived from history as per the former,
based on research conducted in order to be true to what once was the
capital of The Nabatean Kingdom in Jordan, Petra.

The music and words to the song “Petra” were written by Zeina, where
Jordanian music producer Yousif Biltaji produced and co-arranged the
song, featuring the Fountain of Love choir and violinist Rahim Khatib.
She started writing the words and music as well as designing and
prototyping the costumes with Jordanian heritage fashion designer
Intissar Al Farekh based on a guideline developed for the project, in
January 2022 after extensive research and attending online lectures on
Nabatean history, vegetation and agriculture, topography, life, culture,
and language.

She envisioned it in 3 different languages considering the Nabateans'
acclaimed avid traveling, intelligence in trade, and visual fluency in
astronomy: English, Arabic, and Nabatean Aramaic - which was claimed
to have been greatly influenced by the Greek and Latin languages and
what has also been claimed to have influenced the emergence of the
Arabic language. However, due to the lack of sufficient evidence and
documentation on the phonetics of the Nabatean Aramaic language,
Zeina decided to use the classical Aramaic language on which the
Nabatean Aramaic was based and derived from.

The music is a crossover melange with the voice of Zeina Barhoum and
choral singers inevitably using modern day sounds and technology that
are inspired by the Nabatean period to tell the world about Petra in a
love story produced in 2022 and not with Al. It was produced through
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speculations on what could have been used as musical instruments
during that era, depicted based on artifacts found such as sculptures
and reliefs exhibited at the Jordan Museum and the Petra Museum.
There is no evidence on any singing techniques but what was quite
noticeable is the happy facial expressions on the musicians playing and
perhaps their love for music evident in the main artifact and sculpture
used as Zeina’s Muse and inspiration in the film, “The 3 Nabatean
Musicians.” The replica used for the film was crafted by the talented
Jordanian artist Mahmoud Attiyat. Other historical references derived
from well-renowned researchers, lecturers, and archeologists include
details on costumes, jewelry, coinage, food, sculptures, scripting, titles,
social behavior, mannerism, and gesture.

The major props for the project were manufactured at The Makerspace,
an initiative by The Crown Prince Foundation in Amman, including
replicas of the instruments: string, wind, and percussion. The
researched jewelry was replicated to emulate the Nabatean Jewelry
found at the Jordan Museum and Petra Museum as well as other book
sources highlighting their mastery as Goldsmiths and Silversmiths. A
special set was designed by Zeina for Princess Petra’s role played by
Zeina, where in the film she wears a blue opal egg locket designed

to depict the preservation of what once was born, the Nabatean
Kingdom-a kingdom and heritage that will live on. An egg-the birth of a
new kingdom, the Hashemite kingdom of Jordan. The earrings embody
the profile of a woman'’s face-an abstraction of a Nabatean woman also
depicted on the corset of the dress Zeina wore in the film designed

by her, derived from the traces found of Nabatean costume history.
Photographic references for the film are by Mohamad Nur Shaheen and
Al video visualization were by Zeina and Korean artist Seungsik Shin.
