20 new aircraft, including Embraer E2, Airbus A320neo
narrow-body aircraft, and Boeing 787-9 wide-body jets
for long-haul routes. Starting in March 2025, our new
A320neo will feature brand-new economy and business
class leather seats, state-of-the-art in-flight entertainment,
and Wi-Fi connectivity.

Wadi Finan Art Gallery started in a cozy, repurposed hardware
store in Amman’s historic First Circle area, driven by a mission

to showcase the works of both emerging and established artists,
and to make art accessible to all. Over the past decade, the
gallery has provided a unique window into the art scene of Jordan
and the broader Southwest Asia and North Africa region.

Unique in its roster of representation, Wadi Finan champions
unsung masters and contemporary artists. The gallery
continuously extends its reach through regional and global
collaborations, emergent curators, and institutions.

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ExploRJordan, One Step At A Time:
Tales from The Jordan Trail

The Jordan Trail isn't about snapping pictures of famous landmarks (though there are plenty of
those) just to check it off a list. It's about something deeper—a journey crafted to connect you
to the heart of Jordan, its people, and its soul. We recently had the chance to chat with the folks
behind this incredible project. Calling this trail a hidden gem of Jordan is an understatement.

Ali Bargawi is the general manager for this project and has
personally hiked this trail four times. He enthusiastically answered
what makes this trail so special with us below:

More Than Just a Path

They started with a simple idea: string together a hiking trail that ran
the length of Jordan, from Umm Qais in the north to the Red Sea in
the south. But what it's become is so much richer. "It's not just a trail
anymore," Ali told us, “It's 675 km of living, breathing connection
between people, nature, and our shared history." It's a place where
adventure meets genuine human connection, where sustainable
tourism isn't just a buzzword, and where preserving the past is as
important as forging a path into the future.

A Landscape That Whispers Stories

What makes this trail so special? It's the sheer diversity. One minute
you're trekking through lush forests, the next you're dwarfed by

the majestic desert landscapes of Wadi Rum. You're walking in the
footsteps of ancient traders, exploring UNESCO World Heritage sites
like Petra, and being welcomed into the homes of Jordanian families.
